Once on that page, you can find information either by Licensure Program, Licensure
Type, or Minnesota Institution.

Pages in the searchable system contain information about the colleges and
universities that offer your desired licensure program(s) including a link to the
institution, location of the institution, contact information, coursework level, and any
special information. Also found on each page is the Minnesota Administrative Rule that
outlines the standards set by the state for each licensure program a college or
university offers, and which a candidate seeking licensure must complete. Please
remember that this is a list of institutions that have been approved for a program either
by the Minnesota Board of Teaching or Board of School Administrators and is not a
guarantee that the college or university will currently be offering the program. Always
contact the college or university to find out if the program is currently being offered
and information about entrance requirements to the program.
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
